After a start-up error has occurred you have to make sure that no paper is still located
inside the machine.

Such errors could be for example:

e 22:xx - for Fan Folder start-up errors
e 82:xx - for Cross Folder start-up errors

Always use the purge function before you remove any paper remains by hand.

In case of Fan Folder errors open the red highlighted cover [@)]and remove every piece of paper
between the fold rollers and from the paper path. Close the cover.

In case of Cross Folder errors open cover [§§] and remove every piece of paper between the transport

belts, inside the Tilt Tray and below it. Close the cover. Also lift the fan unit and remove the paper
under it.
